Chance (PSC) which is an adult learning to read program.  PSC is free 
and a one-on-one program for anyone 16 or older (out of school) and 
speaks English who wants to improve their basic reading and writing 
skills.  If you sign up as a tutor, you must complete 14 hours of training 
and commit for at least one year.  The program is manned completely by 
volunteers.  PSC has been in existence for 25 years here in CC County.
